The Black Girls Dream
Fund and its initiatives fuel youth-led projects, grassroots organizing, and bold ideas for
change. The #BlackGirlJoy Challenge provides microgrants that introduce joy as a mental
health and leadership strategy. The Collaborative Partnership Fund strengthens
philanthropic collaboration. The Black Girls Defense Fund protects the rights and safety of
Black girls. The Innovation Fund invests in emerging solutions. Together, these efforts
empower hundreds of organizations and young leaders each year to dream bigger and
create lasting impact.

Coalition Building and Movement Leadership
Coalition building is the backbone of SBGWC, ensuring that girls and women do not just
benefit from the work but lead the movement themselves. Youth Ambassadors bring the
voices of young people ages 12 to 24 into decision-making, while the Wisdom Council
offers multigenerational guidance rooted in lived experience. The Sage Circle provides
mentorship and healing, connecting elders and young leaders in resilience and care. The
Joy Network lifts up stories and shares resources, while Core Movement Partners connect
local struggles to regional change. Together, these groups ensure SBGWC remains
authentic, community-driven, and built to last.

Joy Is Our Journey Bus Tour
The Joy Is Our Journey Bus Tour is a multi-city celebration that brings thousands of girls,
women, and families together for healing, empowerment, and joy. Each stop features
workshops, performances, and community conversations that create safe and affirming
spaces. More than an event, the tour is a traveling movement that restores hope, nurtures
mental health, and builds new connections across the South.

Black Girls Dream Conference
The Black Girls Dream Conference is an annual gathering that uplifts more than 1,500
participants through workshops, performances, and community building led by and for
Black girls and women. It is both a convening and a catalyst where participants gain tools
for leadership, wellness, and advocacy while building lifelong networks of support.
Centered in joy and self-determination, the conference amplifies the brilliance of Southern
Black girls and women.
